Senator personnel also play a key role in planning and implementing special 
events, disaster recovery, evacuation, asset protection and public space surveillance. Liaison with the Facilities and Residential 
Services team, local residents/businesses, law enforcement etc. is a key role for our people  - this close knit team works as an 
integrated and valued part of the KCL team; often undertaking tasks and roles not usual for a ‘normal’ security partner.
